Wow!  There is so much I have to share with you!  It certainly has been awhile since the last update I sent out in early July after the Lost Boys mission trip to Sudan.  The great news is that the work of Let’s Go Ministries continues to grow and evolve as the Lord continues to reveal His will for this ministry.   I want to catch you up on some recent activity as well as provide you with some exciting news and future activity.  
[image: image1.jpg]Over the past few months it has been a real blessing getting to share what God did during  the Sudan trip with my parent’s church in Pennsylvania, Source Bible Study at Metropolitan Baptist Church (The Met) and the Current Missions, RAs & GAs and Single Adult Ministries at Champion Forest Baptist Church.  It was very special to have two local Lost Boys attend the Sudan Night of Missions in August.  Both of the young men were inspired and challenged that evening and are seriously considering participating in a future mission trip.
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In September I was fortunate enough to make it up to Dallas (via Waco) in only 4 ½ hours the day after the Hurricane Rita evacuation grid lock to attend the Advancing Churches in Missions Commitment missions conference at Irving Bible Church.  The conference was excellent!!  I was so glad I was able to participate in it.  I was exposed to some great speakers/mobilizers, to emerging trends in missions and to valuable resources for the ministry.  I was also able to recruit the plenary speaker Dr. Bill Taylor of the World Evangelical Alliance and New Tribes Missions missionary Doug Schaible to speak at our Houston North location Perspectives on the World Christian Movement class in Spring 2006.  
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On an ongoing basis I am continuing to recruit speakers to teach Christian business principles at training events and conferences sponsored by Guatemala Prospera for my friend Manuel Espina in Guatemala City.  Greg Petsch, a former Sr. VP of Compaq and founder of God’s Money Man was in Guatemala last month training G&T Continental Bank employees.  Next year, friends, Kent Parkhill of L. Kent Parkhill Associates and Tony Sevilla of Atlantic Methanol plan to participate in training events in Guatemala.  
This weekend I will be making a trip to Milwaukee to visit my Guatemala missionary friend Vicki Metzger who is recovering from chemo and radiation treatments.  We will be taking in the Packers/Steelers game at Lambeau Field since she is a Cheesehead and needless to say I’m a Black & Gold fan. (  I will also be visiting with my missionary friends Charles & Amy Cross over Thanksgiving weekend in Paris before a one week HP conference in Sophia Antipolis, France.  It will be great to spend time with them and discuss the potential for putting together a mission trip to serve a French Christian youth conference called Pentecost 2007 in the summer of 2007.
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Perspectives on the World Christian MovementI am in the third year of my five year commitment as Coordinator for the Houston North location  class.  The class has been held at Champion Forest Baptist Church the past two years.  In spring 2006 the class will be held at Metropolitan Baptist Church followed by Faithbridge in Spring 2007 and back at CFBC in Spring 2008.  I will be teaching the first lesson “The Living God is a Missionary God” at the Houston North and The Woodlands locations. We will also visit Biblical sites from Paul’s missionary journeys, tour ancient cave churches, prayer walk, interact with a Muslim cleric to better understand the 5 Pillars of Islam and visit a mountain village that is opening up to the gospel.   
What I am most excited about is how in the midst of layoffs in my organization at HP that my management is supporting a part-time schedule for me for at least the next 6 months.  I will be working a four day work week at HP so that I can spend Tuesdays as a consultant to the international missions ministry at Metropolitan Baptist Church (The Met).  It is going to be a blessing to be able to serve this wonderful church that God is using to reach the nations.  I plan to continue to teach in the Single Adult Ministry and maintain my membership at Champion Forest Baptist Church during this time.  
I want to take the time to thank the LGM Board consisting of my father, Roger L. Javens and friends Barry McAuliffe and Scott Haney.  Your faithfulness and support has been amazing.  I especially want to thank you for your input and support in the decision to 
move to a part-time status at HP so I can spend more time in this ministry.  Our annual meeting on September 18th was pivotal to where God is leading us as a ministry.  
Finally, I so appreciate each one of you that are still reading this update. More than anything I need your prayers as I continue to follow God in this great adventure He has called me to.
